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The antigen adopted in the following assays is a widely recognized clinical applied product obtained commercially.

1.  Mix 20uL serially diluted antigen or serum samples with 20uL (diluted to working conc. 50T/mL) capture reagent of
1023101(B) and 20uL 0.6mg/mL streptavidin-conjugated magnetic beads. Incubate with stir at 37°C for 30 minutes.
2. Add 50uL (diluted to working conc. 20T/mL) detection reagent of 1023201(AP). Incubate with stir at 37°C for 30 minutes.

3.  Measure the relative light unit (RLU) of each reaction with a clinical approved chemiluminescence analyzer.
